Ideas for an intro

When | look at my life, | remember past failures, struggles | still have as well as
rough patches in my life. If I'm not careful, it could be easy to get carried away by
dark thoughts and memories of the past. Some people would call these my
‘personal demons’. This session covers what happens when Jesus interacts with a
person who has actual demons.

12. What did Jesus tell him to do? (v. 19)

13. What happens with this man? (v. 20)
